Cancer Care

n	� Suburban features a 26-bed inpatient unit for 
medical and surgical oncology patients.

n	 �Provides treatment to patients with breast, 
bladder, colorectal, liver, lung and pancreas 
cancer, as well as leukemia and lymphoma, 
through the Johns Hopkins Kimmel Cancer 
Center in the D.C. Region. 

n	� Offers health education, screening, clinical 
research, diagnosis, treatment and psychoso-
cial support.

n	 �Suburban is a recipient of the Emergency 
Nurses Association’s 2018-2020 and 2021-
2023 Lantern Award recognizing emergency 
departments that demonstrate excellent 
practice and innovative performance in 
leadership, practice, education, advocacy and 
research.

n	�� Designated trauma center for Montgomery 
County and verified as a level II trauma cen-
ter by the Maryland Institute for Emergency 
Medical Services Systems.

n	� Has more than 41,000 visits to the emer-
gency department annually.

n	� The Shaw Family Pediatric Emergency Cen-
ter is staffed 24 hours a day by an emergency 
pediatrician and specially trained pediatric 
staff members.

nationally certified program that provides 
cutting-edge diagnostics and interventions.

nervous system conditions including brain 
tumors and spinal disorders.

eases of the blood vessels that supply oxygen 
to the brain.

and surgical spine care.

vices through Johns Hopkins Cardiothoracic 
Surgery.

overseas affiliates and management 
agreements.

who experience severe heart attacks.

n	� Offers individualized care to patients 
recovering from cardiothoracic procedures, 
cardiac diagnoses and certain cardiac 
procedures through the intensive care unit 
and progressive care unit.

n	� Maintains a hybrid operating room equipped 
with specialized imaging equipment for use 
during highly precise vascular and structural 
heart procedures.

n	 �Our cardiac rehab program currently provides 
phase I and II services, with approximately 
10,500 patient visits a year. This program is 
accredited by the American Association of 
Cardiovascular and Pulmonary Rehabilitation.

n	� Certified Total Joint Replacement Program 
by The Joint Commission. One of the highest 
volume joint replacement programs in the 
state of Maryland.

n	� We offer conservative and surgical care for 
spine disorders in adults, including degen-
erative cervical and lumbar disease, spinal 
deformity, spine tumors and infection, and 
osteoporotic conditions of the spine.

addiction treatment center offering day 
treatment programs to adolescents and adults.
